The launch was attended by over 70 people who represented a broad 

spectrum of Grenada’s public and private sector organisations and 

individuals from across the island whom have a particular interest in 

football and sport. Senior Government Ministers were also represented.  

The audience heard speeches from Jason Roberts who opened the event 

with a welcome to all those present providing them with an overview and 

short video that describes his long term vision for the Foundation. 

 

Jason was in Grenada to launch the foundation’s first pilot programme 

across Grenada from the 20th – 28th June 2007. The football coaching 

programme was delivered across 6 Parishes across Grenada in partnership 

with St George’s University, Blackburn Rovers and local Grenadian coaches 

for over 700 children and young people.  The Foundation  also utilised the 

facilities of St George’s University to deliver a master class to talented 

young footballers in Grenada. 

  

Jason described a number of key strategic objectives that included 

providing high quality football coaching for children and young people, 

opportunities for the island’s coaches to gain football qualifications and the 

Foundation’s longer term aim to develop a sport’s Academy on the island 

that will deliver integrated sports education programmes.
